Carifta in Tobago was another exciting highlight, where our team achieved an
impressive fifth-place overall finish. We also celebrated outstanding individual
performances. In the 11-12 age group, Lyall Menzies earned gold in the Triathlon
and bronze in the Aquathlon. In the 20-22 age group, Barron Musgrove Jr. captured
silver in the Triathlon and gold in the Aquathlon.

Malcolm Menzies and Erin Pritchard also represented us at the World Triathlon Pan
American Cup. Competing in the 16-19 age group, Malcolm placed an impressive
fourth in the Triathlon and sixth in the Aquathlon, while Erin achieved fifth in the
Triathlon and sixth in the Aquathlon.
